County increased from Substantial to High.

number of cases in the last 7 days per 100,000
population and the number of tests in the last 7 days
that have a positive result.

In areas with substantial and high transmission, CDC
recommends that everyone (including fully vaccinated
individuals) wear a mask in public indoor settings to help
