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Q: Who should get tested for COVID-19?
Maryland encourages the following individuals to get tested:
e People who have symptoms of COVID-19
e People planning to travel. If you are planning to travel internationally, you should be
fully vaccinated. However, you may also need to present a negative COVID-19 test to
enter certain locations, as well as to re-enter the United States. Check the current
COVID-19 situation in your destination.
o People who have had close contact with someone with confirmed COVID-19
e People who have taken part in activities that put them at higher risk for COVID-19, such as
attending large social or mass gatherings
o People who have been asked or referred to get testing by a school, workplace, or healthcare
provider

You can find a local testing site at https://covidtest.maryland.gov. If you are not fully
vaccinated, you are at risk of serious illness or even death from COVID-19, and should get a
vaccination as soon as possible. For those who cannot get a vaccine, especially those 12 and
under and those with compromised immune systems, you are vulnerable to new and contagious

variants of COVID-19 such as the Delta variant. Testing remains essential to stopping the spread
of COVID-19.

Q: Did the FDA grant full approval for the Pfizer COVID-19 vaccine for everyone?

At this time, the FDA has approved Comirnaty, the COVID-19 vaccine known as Pfizer-BioNTech, for
individuals aged 16 years and older. The Pfizer-BioNTech vaccine continues to have emergency use
authorization from the FDA for children 12-15 years old and as an additional dose for certain
immunocompromised individuals.

Q: Is Comirnaty the same as the Pfizer-BioNTech COVID-19 Vaccine?

Yes, Comirnaty and the Pfizer-BioNTech have the same formulation.

Q: How did the FDA decide to approve the Pfizer COVID-19 vaccine?

Q: Do COVDI-19 vaccines protect you more than a prior COVID-19 infection?

According to a recent CDC study, COVID-19 vaccines offer better protection than natural immunity
alone. The study showed that people who had COVID-19 and stayed unvaccinated were twice as likely
to get COVID again as people who had COVID-19 and then got fully vaccinated.
