The Health Department is now reporting that 2,419 (+12 in 24hrs) residents have tested positive
for COVID-19 and 109 (+0 in 24hrs) people have confirmed COVID-19 as cause of death. For
more statistics, please visit http://FrederickCountyMD.gov/COVIDstats.
