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Board of Elections:

Arecent change in the law requires us to refer to absentee ballots as "mail-in ballots™ and absentee
voting as "mail-in voting." Please note that this change in terminology does NOT change the process of

mail-in voting.

All registered and eligible voters will automatically receive a mail-in ballot application in the mail.
The Maryland State Board of Elections will mail the application to the address we have on file. You
should receive your application by early-September. Once you receive the application, we suggest you
complete it and return it right away via mail using the included postage paid envelope. You can also
return the application using the drop box located outside our office at 340A Montevue Lane, Frederick,
Maryland 21702. Mail-in ballot applications must be received by Tuesday, October 20, 2020.

You can check your registration status here. The deadline to update your information, or to register to
vote is Tuesday, October 13, 2020.

You can return your ballot as soon as you receive and mark it. All voted ballots must be postmarked
by election day, November 3, 2020. The return envelope for the voted ballot has prepaid postage so it
can be mailed.

You can also return your voted ballot at drop off locations beginning in early October through
November 3, 2020. Voted ballots may be placed in the drop boxes until 8:00pm on November 3,
2020.

There will be 8 drop box locations around Frederick County for voted ballots, four in-person early
voting locations open from Oct. 26-Nov. 2, and 14 locations for in-person voting on Election Day. For
locations of voting centers and drop-off boxes, go to https://www.frederickcountymd.gov/1198/Board-
of-Elections.
